Why is 97%+ attendance so important?

Regular attendance at school means that you can make the most of your education and
improve your chances in adult life.

School can also help you develop social skills such as making and developing friendships. A
regular and punctual attendance pattern will help you when you enter the world of work.

The link between attendance and how well you do in school is clear. The more a pupil is in
school the more they increase their opportunity to fulfil their potential.

What to do if you will be absent from school

Parents should contact the school as soon as possible if a child is going to be absent or late
for any reason e.g. doctor, dentist and provide an appointment card. The school has a
dedicated phone line for reporting absence.

The NOA absence line is:

We understand that some appointments are unavoidable i.e. with hospital specialists.
However, appointments where there is flexibility such as dental appointments or eye tests
should not be scheduled during the school day.

Punctuality

Arriving to school on time matters too. Being frequently late for school adds up to lost
learning:

e Arriving 5 minutes late every day adds up to over 3 days lost each year.
e Arriving 15 minutes late every day is the same as being absent for 2 weeks a year.
e Arriving 30 minutes late every day is the same as being absent for 19 days a year.



Some Strategies to Improve Punctuality and Attendance

e Bedtime routines — packing school bag ready for the next day, getting to bed earlier,
setting a time for a television and other devices to be turned off.

e Morning routines — setting the alarm earlier, no screen time until ready for school
(and maybe not even then), having breakfast before leaving home, meeting a reliable
friend to walk to school with.

e Coming to school for breakfast club (starting at 7:45 am)

e Alight blue revere collar shirt with no visible undergarments i.e. long sleeve t-shirt

e Plain knee length navy skirt with North Oxfordshire Academy logo at waistband
(which must always be visible) or plain navy tailored trousers (ankle length)

e The academy grey jumper (optional in cold weather)

e Headscarf — plain black or navy

e Blue, Black or natural coloured tights/socks. No leggings or patterned tights allowed.



Footwear (Boys & Girls)

e Must be black flat and plain. There should be no logos, stripes/ticks or patterns on
footwear. If you are in any doubt about the academy rules please contact your child’s
pastoral leader before purchasing them.

Other Items

Jewellery

e One plain gold or silver stud per ear

e One watch (watches connected to mobile phone technology must only be used for
time telling)

e No other jewellery may be worn.

Please note that jewellery will be confiscated and returned to the student at the end of the
academic day or if necessary, a parent will be asked to collect from the academy.

Body piercings/tattoos

There must be no visible body piercing and/or tattoos. Tongue piercings are absolutely
forbidden in school. Please ensure your child does not wear the following;

e Stretchers/expanders/bars
e Hooped earrings & ear cuffs

If you decide to allow your child to have an additional piercing to that allowed above,
please do so at the start of the summer holidays so that it has time to heal and be removed
when they return to school.

Clear retainers for nose & ear piercings are permitted.

Nails

e No nail varnish (even natural colours) is to be worn in the academy at all.
e No false nails/acrylic nails may be worn.

Hair

To be natural — no unnatural colour, extensions, hair sculpture, decorative shaved patterns
are not permitted.

Make-up
Year 7,8 & 9 — No make-up allowed at all.

Year 10 & 11 only light foundation and mascara may be worn.



PE Kit
The PE kit is an essential part of each student’s equipment.

PE kit must be brought to all PE lessons even if students are excused from PE as they will be
expected to participate in student observations, coaching etc.
